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MANAGEMENT DISCUSSIONS & ANALYSIS

COVID-19, ANNUAL OVERVIEW AND OUTLOOK

The Indian economy contracted by 6.6% during Fiscal Year 2020-21 (FY21), but witnessed steady recovery despite the
COVID-19 related uncertainties. There were expectations of a strong double-digit recovery. But an intense second wave
of COVID-19 pandemic, which resulted in localised lockdowns, derailed this growth and dampened consumer sentiment.
The successful rollout of the world’s largest vaccination drive, pick-up in government expenditure and better
preparedness compared with the first wave limited the negative economic impact. The overall Consumer Price Index (CPI)
inflation was at 6.0% in January 2022, and could remain elevated in the near future due to high input cost pressures,
largely stemming from supply chain disruptions and upward pressure on crude oil. The Monetary Policy Committee (MPC)
of the Reserve Bank of India (RBI) maintained its accommodative stance, retaining the repo rate at 4% and indicating that
policy support to economic growth remains a priority. The Union Government plans to boost capital expenditure, with
government spending taking the lead and attracting private investments in turn, but without derailing the fiscal deficit
‘glide path’ to 4.5% by FY26. The country’s Gross Domestic Product (‘GDP’) is expected to rebound by 8.9% in FY22 based
on current government estimates. For FY23 real GDP growth is expected to be near 8.0% and fiscal deficit is projected to
be at 6.4% of GDP, lower than the fiscal deficit of 6.9% of GDP for FY22.

INDIAN TEXTILE INDUSTRY

Textile sector has continuously maintained trade surplus with exports manifold higher than imports. In FY 2020-21 there
was a deceleration in textile exports due to pandemic disrupting the supply chain and demand.

However, signs of recovery are visible in 2021-22. During April-December, 2021 the total Textiles & Apparel including
Handicrafts exports was US$ 29.8 billion as compared to US$ 21.2 billion for the same period last year. This implies robust
growth of approximately 41% over last year. Growth signals an economic rebound.

Even compared to pre-pandemic year i.e. 2019-20 export for textile sector (Textiles & Apparel including Handicrafts)
increased by 14.6% from April- December 2021 as compared to April-December 2019. Textiles exhibited an increase in
export of 31%, Cotton Yarn/ Fabrics/ Made-ups, Handloom products etc. exhibited an increase of 43% and Jute products
exhibited an increase of 33% from April- December 2021 as compared to April-December, 2019.

Government has set the target of $44 billion for Textiles & Apparel including Handicrafts and approximately 68% of
annual target has already been achieved. The last quarter of FY always has higher activity than the earlier quarters. Hence
industry is hopeful that targets will be duly met.

OPPORTUNITIES & THREATS
Opportunities

The textile industry in India is very strong as it has a variety of natural and man-made fibres and yarns. India’s textile
industry plays a technological and capital-intensive role and is compared with industries like heavy machinery,
automobile etc. Since the pattern of industrialisation in trade has become common in consumer goods industries and
labour-intensive industries there is immense opportunity in the textile industry.

India is estimated to be the second most appealing market by the year 2025 contributing up to US $121 billion where as
China has been estimated to be the biggest appealing market contributor by adding US $378 billion by the year 2025.

India has one of the fastest growing economies with the GDP increasing to 7.2% in the year 2017- 2018. This creates a
boost in the purchasing power of the people while it also spurs the demand for products of the textile industry. This boost
results in a wide range of capacity to manufacture different products that can be transported within India as well as across
the world.

Apart from this, India has one of the most extremely varied textile sectors as it has hand woven textiles on one end while
capital intensive mills on the other end which results in an enormous number of opportunities in the textile industry.
Threats

Though there are many opportunities and investment in the textile industry, like any other industry, the textile industry of
India also undergoes certain challenges. The frequently changing policies stated by the government at the central and
state levels create an immense pressure on the textile industry. The GST applied on the products makes the garments
and clothes even more expensive.

Another challenge that the textile industry faces is the limitation to access the latest and best technology while also
failing to meet the global standards in the competitive export market. Apart from these issues like child labour,
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competition from neighboring countries regarding low-cost garments, personal safety norms are some of the challenges
the Indian textile industry faces.

RISKS AND CONCERNS

Tuni Textile Mills Ltd. (TUNI) has exposures in the business of Textile Segment. TUNI are exposed to specific risks that are
particular to their respective businesses and the environments within which they operate, including market risk,
competition risk, credit risk, liquidity and interest rate risk, human resource risk, operational risk, information security
risks, regulatory risk and macro-economic risks. The level and degree of each risk varies depending upon the nature of
activity undertaken by them.

LIQUIDITY AND INTEREST RATE RISK

The Company is exposed to liquidity risk principally, because of lending and investment for periods which may differ from
those of its funding sources. Management team actively manages asset liability positions in accordance with the overall
guidelines laid down by various regulators. The Company may be impacted by volatility in interest rates in India which
could cause its margins to decline and profitability to shrink. The success of the Company’s business depends significantly
on interest income from its operations. It is exposed to interest rate risk, both as a result of lending at fixed interest rates
and for reset periods which may differ from those of its funding sources. Interest rates are highly sensitive to many factors
beyond the Company’s control, including the monetary policies of the RBI, deregulation of the financial sector in India,
domestic and international economic and political conditions and, inflation. As a result, interest rates in India have
historically experienced a relatively high degree of volatility.

The Company seeks to match its interest rate positions of assets and liabilities to minimize interest rate risk. However,
there can be no assurance that significant interest rate movements will not have an adverse effect on its financial
position.

HUMAN RESOURCES

The Company takes pride in the commitment, competence and dedication of its employees in all areas of the business.
The Company has a structured induction process and management development programs to upgrade skills of managers.

Your Company believes in the potential of people to go beyond and be the game-changing force for business
transformation and success. This potential is harnessed by fostering an open and inclusive work culture that enables
breakthrough performance and comprehensive development of employees through the three pillars of Leading Self,
Leading Teams and Leading Business.

The Audit Committee bridges the gap between the Internal Auditors and the Statutory Auditors. To ensure good
Governance, the Company has been rotating Partners of Statutory Auditors. The Statutory Auditors are responsible for
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performing Independent audit of the Company’s financial statements in accordance with the generally accepted auditing
practices and issuing reports based on such audits, while the Internal Auditors are responsible for the internal risk controls.

Besides the above, Chairman and Managing Director, Chief Financial Officer, the representatives of the Statutory Auditors
and the Internal Auditors are permanent invitees to the Audit Committee Meetings. The Company Secretary acts as a
Secretary to the Committee as required by Regulation 18(1)(e) of the Listing Regulations.

b. Personal, Professional or business standing;

e In case of re-appointment of Non-Executive Directors, the Board shall take into consideration the performance
evaluation of the Director and his engagement level.
Remuneration

The Non-Executive Directors shall be entitled to receive remuneration by way of sitting fees, reimbursement of expenses for
participation in the Board / Committee meetings. A Non-Executive Director shall be entitled to receive sitting fees for each
meeting of the Board or Committee of the Board attended by him, of such sum as may be approved by the Board of
Directors within the overall limits prescribed under the Companies Act, 2013 and The Companies (Appointment and
Remuneration of Managerial Personnel) Rules, 2014.

CEO & Managing Director — Criteria for selection / appointment

For the purpose of selection of the CEO & MD, the N&R Committee shall identify persons of integrity who possess relevant
expertise, experience and leadership qualities required for the position and shall take into consideration recommendation, if
any, received from any member of the Board.

The Committee will also ensure that the incumbent fulfills such other criteria with regard to age and other qualifications as
laid down under the Companies Act, 2013 or other applicable laws.

Note 1: CORPORATE INFORMATION

Tuni Textile Mills Limited (“the Company”) is a public limited Company domiciled in India with its registered office at Suite
267, Bldg. 5B, 2™ Floor, Mittal Industrial Estate, Andheri Kurla Road, Andheri (E), Mumbai 400 059. The Company is listed on
the BSE Limited (BSE). The Company is manufacturer of Grey fabrics.

Note 2: SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES
2.1) BASIS OF PREPARATION
A) Statement of Compliance

a) These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the Indian Accounting Standards (hereinafter
referred to as the ‘'Ind AS’) as notified by Ministry of Corporate Affairs pursuant to section 133 of the Companies
Act, 2013 read with Rule 3 of the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015 and Companies (Indian
Accounting Standards) Amendment Rules, 2016.

b) The financial statements have been prepared on accrual and going concern basis. The accounting policies are
applied consistently to all the periods presented in the financial statements. All assets and liabilities have been
classified as current or non-current as per the Company’s normal operating cycle and other criteria as set out in
the Division Il of Schedule Il to the Companies Act, 2013. Based on the nature of products and the time between
acquisition of assets for processing and their realisation in cash and cash equivalents, the Company has
ascertained its operating cycle as 12 months for the purpose of current or non-current classification of assets and
liabilities.

¢) The financial statements of the Company for the year ended 31 March, 2022 were approved for issue in
accordance with the resolution of the Board of Directors on 27th May, 2022.

B) Basis of Measurement

These financial statements are prepared under the historical cost convention, except for the following:

a) Certain financial assets and liabilities that are measured at fair value (refer- Accounting policy regarding financials
instruments).

b) Defined benefit plans —present value of defined benefit obligation unless otherwise indicated.

C) Functional and Presentation Currency

These financial statements are presented in Indian Rupees, the functional currency of the Company. Items included in
the financial statements of the Company are recorded using the currency of the primary economic environment in
which the Company operates (the ‘functional currency’).

D) Use of Estimates

a) The preparation of financial statements in conformity with Ind AS requires the management to make judgments,
estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of revenues, expenses, assets and liabilities and the
disclosure of contingent liabilities, at the end of the reporting period. Although these estimates are based on the
management’s best knowledge of current events and actions, uncertainty about these assumptions and
estimates could result in the outcomes requiring a material adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets or
liabilities prospectively.

b) Information about critical judgments in applying accounting policies, as well as estimates and assumptions that
have the most significant effect to the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities within the next financial year, are
included in the following notes:

i)  Measurement of defined benefit obligations - Note 19.
i)  Measurement and likelihood of occurrence of provisions and contingencies - Note 19 & 25 and 35.

iii) Recognition of deferred tax liabilities - Note 8.

E) Measurement of fair values

The Company’s accounting policies and disclosures require the measurement of fair values for, both financial assets

and liabilities.
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The Company has an established control framework with respect to the measurement of fair values. The management
regularly reviews significant unobservable inputs and valuation adjustments. If third party information is used to
measure fair values, then the management assesses the evidence obtained from the third parties to support the
conclusion that such valuations meet the requirements of Ind AS, including the level in the fair value hierarchy in which
such valuations should be classified.

When measuring the fair value of a financial asset or a financial liability, the Company uses observable market data as
far as possible. Fair values are categorized into different levels in a fair value hierarchy based on the inputs used in the
valuation techniques as follows.

e Level1: quoted prices (unadjusted) in active markets for identical assets or liabilities.

e Level 2: inputs other than quoted prices included in Level 1 that are observable for the asset or liability, either
directly (i.e. as prices) or indirectly (i.e. derived from prices).

e Level 3:inputs for the asset or liability that are not based on observable market data (unobservable inputs).

If the inputs used to measure the fair value of an asset or a liability fall into different levels of the fair value hierarchy,
then the fair value measurement is categorized in its entirety in the same level of the fair value hierarchy as the lowest
level input that is significant to the entire measurement.

Further information about the assumptions made in measuring fair values is included in the note so.

2.2) REVENUE RECOGNITION
The Company derives revenues primarily from sale of manufactured goods.

Effective April 1, 2018, the Company has applied Ind AS 115 which establishes a comprehensive framework for
determining whether, how much and when revenue is to be recognised. Ind AS 115 replaces Ind AS 18 Revenue and Ind
AS 11 Construction Contracts. The Company has adopted Ind AS 115 using the retrospective effect method. The
adoption of the new standard did not have a material impact on the Company.

Sale of Goods

Revenue from sale of products is recognised when control of the products has transferred, being when the products are
delivered to the customer. Delivery occurs when the products have been shipped or delivered to the specific location as
the case may be, the risks of loss has been transferred, and either the customer has accepted the products in
accordance with the sales contract, or the Company has objective evidence that all criteria for acceptance have been
satisfied. Sale of products includes related ancillary services, if any.

The Company does not expect to have any contracts where the period between the transfer of the promised goods or
services to the customer and payment by the customer exceeds one year. As a consequence, it does not adjust any of
the transaction prices for the time value of money.

Sale of Services

Revenue from services is recognized by measuring progress towards satisfaction of performance obligation for the
services rendered.

Other operating revenue - Export incentives

The benefits, on account of entitlement to import duty free raw material under the Advance License Scheme in respect
of goods already exported, are not valued and brought into the books in the year of export. The raw materials are
recorded at cost at which they are procured in the year of import.

The benefits under FMS/FPS/Incremental Export Incentivisation Scheme and Duty Drawback Scheme are recognized
when the exports are made.

2.3) EMPLOYEE BENEFITS
a) Short term employee benefits

All employee benefits payable wholly within twelve months of rendering services are classified as short-term
employee benefits. Short-term employee benefits are expensed as the related service is provided. A liability is
recognised for the amount expected to be paid if the Company has a present legal or constructive obligation to
pay this amount as a result of past service provided by the employee and the obligation can be estimated reliably.

Short-term benefits such as salaries, wages, bonus, ex gratia, short-term compensation absences, etc., are
determined on an undiscounted basis and recognized in the period in which the employee renders the related

service.
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b) Post-Employment Benefits
Defined Contribution Plans

Obligations for contributions to defined contribution plans such as Provident Fund maintained with Regional
Provident Fund Office and Employees State Insurance Corporation (‘ESIC’) are expensed as the related service is
provided.

Defined Benefit Plans
The following post — employment benefit plans are covered under the defined benefit plans:
e Gratuity Fund

The Company provides for gratuity, a defined benefit retirement plan covering eligible employees. The Gratuity
Plan provides a lump-sum payment to vested employees at retirement, death, incapacitation or termination of
employment, of an amount based on the respective employee's salary and the tenure of employment with the
Company. The calculation of defined benefit obligations is performed annually by a qualified actuary using the
projected unit credit method.

Re-measurement gains and losses arising from experience adjustments and changes in actuarial assumptions are
recognized in the period in which they occur, directly in other comprehensive income.

c¢) Other Long-Term Employee Benefits
Compensated Absences

The Company does not have any leave encashment policy. Further any unutilized leave at the end of the year is
lapsed and not eligible for carry forward.

2.4) FOREIGN CURRENCY TRANSACTIONS AND TRANSCLATION

Transactions in foreign currencies are recorded in the functional currency, by applying to the foreign currency amount
the exchange rate between the functional currency and the foreign currency at the date of the transaction.

Foreign currency monetary items (assets and liabilities) are restated using the exchange rate prevailing at the reporting
date.

Exchange differences arising on settlement or translation of monetary items are recognised in Statement of Profit and
Loss except to the extent of exchange differences which are regarded as an adjustment to finance costs on foreign
currency borrowings that are directly attributable to the acquisition or construction of qualifying assets, are capitalized
as cost of assets.

Non-monetary items that are measured in terms of historical cost in a foreign currency are recorded using the
exchange rates at the date of the transaction. Non-monetary items measured at fair value in a foreign currency are
translated using the exchange rates at the date when the fair value was measured. The gain or loss arising on
translation of non-monetary items measured at fair value is treated in line with the recognition of the gain or loss on
the change in fair value of the item (i.e., translation differences on items whose fair value gain or loss is recognised in
OCl or Statement of Profit and Loss are also recognised in OCl or Statement of Profit and Loss, respectively).

2.5) ACCOUNTING FOR TAXES ON INCOME

Income tax expense for the period comprises of current tax and deferred tax. It is recognised in the Statement of Profit
and Loss except to the extent it relates to a business combination or to an item which is recognized directly in equity or
in other comprehensive income.

Current tax is the expected tax payable on the taxable income for the year using applicable tax rates at the Balance
Sheet date, and any adjustment to taxes in respect of previous years.

Deferred tax is recognised in respect of temporary differences between the carrying amount of assets and liabilities for
financial reporting purposes and the corresponding amounts used for taxation purposes.

A deferred tax liability is recognised based on the expected manner of realisation or settlement of the carrying amount
of assets and liabilities, using tax rates enacted, or substantively enacted, by the end of the reporting period. Deferred
tax assets are recognised only to the extent that it is probable that future taxable profits will be available against which
the asset can be utilised. Deferred tax assets are reviewed at each reporting date and reduced to the extent that it is no
longer probable that the related tax benefit will be realised; such reductions are reversed when the probability of future
taxable profits improves. Unrecognized deferred tax assets are reassessed at each reporting date and recognised to
the extent that it has become probable that future taxable profits will be available against which they can be used.
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Current tax assets and current tax liabilities are offset when there is a legally enforceable right to set off the recognised
amounts and there is an intention to settle the asset and the liability on a net basis. Deferred tax assets and deferred
tax liabilities are offset when there is a legally enforceable right to set off current tax assets against current tax
liabilities; and the deferred tax assets and the deferred tax liabilities relate to income taxes levied by the same taxation
authority.

MAT credit entitlement is recognized and carried forward only if there is a reasonable certainty of it being set off
against regular tax payable within the stipulated statutory period.

2.6) PROPERTY, PLANT & EQUIPMENT

Property, plant and equipment are stated at acquisition cost net of accumulated depreciation and accumulated
impairment losses, if any. Cost comprises of purchase price and any attributable cost such as duties, freight, borrowing
costs, erection and commissioning expenses incurred in bringing the asset to its working condition for its intended use.
If significant parts of an item of property, plant and equipment have different useful lives, then they are accounted and
depreciated for as separate items (major components) of property, plant and equipment.

Subsequent costs are included in the asset’s carrying amount or recognised as a separate asset, as appropriate, only
when it is probable that future economic benefits associated with the item will flow to the Company and the cost of the
item can be measured reliably. All other repairs and maintenance are charged to the Statement of profit and loss
during the period in which they are incurred.

Gains or losses arising on retirement or disposal of property, plant and equipment are recognised in the Statement of
profit and loss.

Property, plant and equipment which are not ready for intended use as on the date of Balance Sheet are disclosed as
“Capital work-in-progress”.

2.7) INTANGIBLE ASSETS

Intangible Assets are stated at cost of acquisition net of recoverable taxes, trade discount and rebates less
accumulated amortisation/depletion and impairment loss, if any. Such cost includes purchase price, borrowing costs,
and any cost directly attributable to bringing the asset to its working condition for the intended use, net charges on
foreign exchange contracts and adjustments arising from exchange rate variations attributable to the intangible
assets.

Subsequent costs are included in the asset’s carrying amount or recognised as a separate asset, as appropriate, only
when it is probable that future economic benefits associated with the item will flow to the entity and the cost can be
measured reliably.

Gains or losses arising from de-recognition of an intangible asset are measured as the difference between the net
disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset and are recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss when
the asset is derecognised.

2.8) INVESTMENT PROPERTIES

Property that is held for long-term rental yields or for capital appreciation or both, and that is not occupied by the
Company, is classified as investment property. Investment property is measured at its cost, including related
transaction costs and where applicable borrowing costs less depreciation and impairment if any.

2.9) DEPRECIATION

Depreciation on Property, Plant & Equipment is provided on straight line method at the rates and in the manner
specified in Schedule Il to the Companies Act, 2013. In the case of revalued assets, depreciation is calculated on
straight line method on the revalued amounts as determined by the valuer.

Depreciation on Property, Plant & Equipment added/disposed-off/discarded during the period has been provided on
the pro-rata basis with reference to the date of addition/disposal/discarding.

The residual values, useful lives and method of depreciation of property, plant and equipment is reviewed at each
financial year end and adjusted prospectively, if appropriate.

2.10) AMORTIZATION

Intangible assets (Application Software) acquired by the Company are amortised on a straight line basis over its useful

life i.e. three years, as decided by the management.
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Amortisation methods, useful lives and residual values are reviewed at each reporting date and adjusted prospectively,
if appropriate.

2.21) BORROWING COSTS

Borrowing costs include exchange differences arising from foreign currency borrowings to the extent they are
regarded as an adjustment to the interest cost. Borrowing costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition or
construction of qualifying assets are capitalised as part of the cost of such assets. A qualifying asset is one that
necessarily takes substantial period of time to get ready for its intended use.

Interest income earned on the temporary investment of specific borrowings pending their expenditure on qualifying
assets is deducted from the borrowing costs eligible for capitalization.

All other borrowing costs are charged to the Statement of Profit and Loss for the period for which they are incurred.

2.12) LEASES
As a Lessee

The Company assesses whether a contract is, or contains a lease, at inception of the contract. A contract is, or
contains, a lease if the contract conveys the right to control the use of an identified asset for a period of time in
exchange for consideration. To assess whether a contract conveys the right to control the use of an identified asset,
the Company assesses whether: i) the contract involves the use of an identified asset ii) the Company has substantially
all of the economic benefits from use of the asset through the period of the lease and iii) the Company has the right to
direct the use of the asset.

At the commencement date of the lease, the Company recognises a right-of-use asset and a corresponding lease
liability for all lease arrangements in which it is lessee, except for short-term leases (leases with a term of twelve
months or less), leases of low value assets and, for contract where the lessee and lessor has right to terminate a lease
without permission from the other party with no more than an insignificant penalty. The lease expense of such short-
term leases, low value assets leases and cancellable leases, are recognised as an operating expense on a straight-line
basis over the term of the lease.

At commencement date, lease liability is measured at the present value of the lease payments to be paid during non-
cancellable period of the contract, discounted using the incremental borrowing rate. The right-of-use assets is initially
recognised at the amount of the initial measurement of the corresponding lease liability, lease payments made at or
before commencement date less any lease incentives received and any initial direct costs.

Subsequently the right-of-use asset is measured at cost less accumulated depreciation and any impairment losses.
Lease liability is subsequently measured by increasing the carrying amount to reflect interest on the lease liability
(using effective interest rate method) and reducing the carrying amount to reflect the lease payments made. The right-
of-use asset and lease liability are also adjusted to reflect any lease modifications or revised in-substance fixed lease
payments.

As alessor:

Leases for which the Company is a lessor is classified as finance or operating leases. Whenever the terms of the lease
transfer substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership to the lessee, the contract is classified as a finance lease.

All other leases are classified as operating leases.

Income from operating leases where the Company is a lessor is recognised as income on a straight-line basis over the
lease term unless the receipts are structured to increase in line with expected general inflation to compensate for the
expected inflationary cost increases. The respective leased assets are included in the Standalone Balance Sheet based
on their nature. Leases of property, plant and equipment where the Company as a lessor has substantially transferred
all the risks and rewards are classified as finance lease. Finance leases are capitalised at the inception of the lease at the
fair value of the leased property or, if lower, the present value of the minimum lease payments. The corresponding rent
receivables, net of interest income, are included in other financial assets. Each lease receipt is allocated between the
asset and interest income. The interest income is recognised in the Standalone Statement of Profit and Loss over the
lease period so as to produce a constant periodic rate of interest on the remaining balance of the asset for each period.

2.23) PROVISION, CONTINGENT LIABILITIES & CONTINGENT ASSETS

Provisions are recognized when the Company has a present obligation, as a result of past events, for which it is
probable that an outflow of economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation and a reliable estimate can be

made for the amount of the obligation.
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If the effect of the time value of money is material, provisions are discounted to reflect its present value using a current
pre-tax rate that reflects the current market assessments of the time value of money and the risks specific to the
obligation. When discounting is used, the increase in the provision due to the passage of time is recognised as a finance
cost.

A contingent liability is a possible obligation that arise from past events whose existence will be confirmed by the
occurrence or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain future events beyond the control of the company or a present
obligation that is not recognised because it is probable that an outflow of resources will not be required to settle the
obligation. However, if the possibility of outflow of resources, arising out of present obligation, is remote, it is not even
disclosed as contingent liability. The company does not recognize a contingent liability but discloses its existence in the
financial statement.

Contingent assets are neither recognized nor disclosed in the financial statements.

2.14) IMPAIRMENT OF NON-FINANCIAL ASSETS

At each reporting date, the Company reviews the carrying amounts of its non-financial assets (other than deferred tax
assets) to determine whether there is any indication of impairment. If any such indication exists, then the asset’s
recoverable amount is estimated. For impairment testing, assets are grouped together into the smallest group of
assets that generates cash inflows from continuing use that are largely independent of the cash inflows of other assets
or Cash generating units (*CGU"). The recoverable amount of an asset or CGU is the greater of its value in use and its
fair value less costs to sell. Value in use is based on the estimated future cash flows, discounted to their present value
using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and the risks specific
to the asset or CGU. An impairment loss is recognised if the carrying amount of an asset or CGU exceeds its
recoverable amount. Impairment losses are recognised in profit or loss. An impairment loss is reversed only to the
extent that the asset’s carrying amount does not exceed the carrying amount that would have been determined, net of
depreciation or amortisation, if no impairment loss had been recognized.

2.15) EARNINGS PER SHARE

Basic earnings per share are calculated by dividing the net profit for the period attributable to equity shareholders by
the weighted-average number of equity shares outstanding during the period. The weighted-average number of equity
shares outstanding during the period and for all years presented is adjusted for events such as bonus issue; bonus
element in a rights issue to existing shareholders; share split; and reverse share split (consolidation of shares) that have
changed the number of equity shares outstanding, without a corresponding change in resources.

For the purpose of calculating diluted earnings per share, the net profit or loss for the period attributable to equity
shareholders and the weighted-average number of shares outstanding during the period are adjusted for the effects of
all dilutive potential equity shares.

2.16) INVENTORIES

Inventories are valued at lower of cost and estimated net realisable value. Obsolete, defective and unserviceable stocks
are provided for. Materials-in-process are valued at raw material cost and estimated cost of conversion. Cost of
finished goods includes conversion and other costs incurred in bringing the inventories to their present location and
condition

Cost of Inventories is computed on FIFO basis. Goods in transit, if any, are stated at actual cost incurred up to the date
of balance sheet.
2.17) FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS
I. FINANCIAL ASSETS
A) Initial Recognition And Measurement

Financial assets are recognised when the Company becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the
instrument. Financial assets which are recognised at fair value through profit and loss (FVTPL), its
transaction cost are recognised in the statement of profit and loss. In other cases, the transaction costs are
attributed to the acquisition value of the financial asset. Trade receivables and debt securities are initially
recognised when they are originated. All other financial assets and financial liabilities are initially recognised
when the Company becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the instrument.

B) Classification And Subsequent Measurement
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a) Amortised cost: A financial asset is measured at amortised cost if it is held within a business model
whose objective is to hold the asset in order to collect contractual cash flows and the contractual terms
of the financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal and
interest on the principal amount outstanding.

b)  Fair value through other comprehensive income (FVOCI): A financial asset is measured at FVTOCI if it
is held within a business model whose objective is achieved by both collecting contractual cash flows
and selling financial assets and the contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specified dates
to cash flows that are solely payments of principal and interest on the principal amount outstanding.

c)  Fair value through profit and loss (FVTPL): A financial asset which is not classified in any of the above
categories is measured at FVTPL.

Financial assets are not reclassified subsequent to their recognition, except if and in the period the Company
changes its business model for managing financial assets.

C) Cash And Bank Balances

i. Cash and Cash Equivalents which includes cash in hand, deposits held at call with banks and other
short term deposits which are readily convertible into known amounts of cash, are subject to an
insignificant risk of change in value and have maturities of 3 months or less from the date of such
deposits. These balances with banks are unrestricted for withdrawal and usage.

ii. Other Bank Balances which includes balances and deposits with banks that are restricted for
withdrawal and usage.

D) Equity Instruments

All other equity investments are measured at fair value, with value changes recognised in Statement of
Profit and Loss, except for those equity investments for which the Company has elected to present the value
changes in ‘Other Comprehensive Income’.

E) Trade Receivables and Loans

Trade receivables are initially recognised at fair value. Subsequently, these assets are held at amortised cost,
using the effective interest rate (EIR) method net of any expected credit losses. The EIR is the rate that
discounts estimated future cash income through the expected life of financial instrument.

F) Debt Instruments

Debt instruments are initially measured at amortised cost, fair value through other comprehensive income
(‘FVOCI’) or fair value through profit or loss (‘FVTPL') till de-recognition on the basis of (i) the entity’s
business model for managing the financial assets and (ii) the contractual cash flow characteristics of the
financial asset.

G) Impairment of Financial Asset

In accordance with Ind-AS 109, the Company applies Expected Credit Loss (ECL) model for measurement
and recognition of impairment loss on the following financial assets and credit risk exposure:

a) Financial assets that are debt instruments, and are measured at amortised cost e.g., loans, security
deposits, bank deposits and bank balance.

b)  Tradereceivables

The Company follows ‘simplified approach’ for recognition of impairment loss allowance on trade
receivables which do not contain a significant financing component. The application of simplified approach
does not require the Company to track changes in credit risk. Rather, it recognises impairment loss
allowance based on lifetime ECLs at each reporting date, right from its initial recognition.

For recognition of impairment loss on other financial assets and risk exposure, the Company determines that
whether there has been a significant increase in the credit risk since initial recognition. If credit risk has not
increased significantly, 12 month ECL is used to provide for impairment loss. However, if credit risk has
increased significantly, lifetime ECL is used. If, in a subsequent period, credit quality of the instrument
improves such that there is no longer a significant increase in credit risk since initial recognition, then the

entity reverts to recognising impairment loss allowance based on 12-month ECL.
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The impairment losses and reversals are recognised in Statement of Profit and Loss.

H) Income recognition
Interest Income

Interest income is accrued on a time proportion basis, by reference to the principal outstanding and effective
interest rate applicable.

Dividend Income

Dividend income from investments is recognised when the right to receive payment has been established.

FINANCIAL LIABILITIES
A) Initial Recognition And Measurement

Financial liabilities are recognised when the Company becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the
instrument. Financial liabilities are initially measured at the amortised cost unless at initial recognition, they
are classified as fair value through profit and loss. In case of trade payables, they are initially recognised at
fair value and subsequently, these liabilities are held at amortised cost, using the effective interest method.

B) Classification And Subsequent Measurement

Financial liabilities are subsequently measured at amortised cost using the EIR method. Financial liabilities
carried at fair value through profit or loss; are measured at fair value with all changes in fair value recognised
in the Statement of Profit and Loss.

C) De-Recognition of Financial Instruments

The Company derecognizes a financial asset when the contractual rights to the cash flows from the financial
asset expire or it transfers the financial asset and the transfer qualifies for de-recognition under Ind AS 109.
A financial liability (or a part of a financial liability) is derecognized from the Company's Balance Sheet when
the obligation specified in the contract is discharged or cancelled or expires.

Offsetting of Financial Assets and Financial Liabilities

Financial assets and liabilities are offset and the net amount presented in the statement of financial position when,
and only when, the Company has a legal right to offset the amounts and intends either to settle on a net basis or to
realise the asset and settle the liability simultaneously.

Valuation

i) Credit Risk

Credit risk is the risk of financial loss to the Company if a customer or counter-party fails to meet its contractual
obligations. Financial instruments that are subject to credit risk principally consist of trade receivables, investments,
loans, cash and cash equivalents, other balances with banks and other financial assets. None of the financial instruments
of the Company result in material credit risk.

Trade Receivable: The Company’s exposure to credit risk is influenced mainly by the individual characteristics of each
customer. The demographics of the customer, including the default risk of the industry and country, in which the
customer operates, also has an influence on credit risk assessment. Credit risk is managed through credit approvals,
establishing credit limits and continuously monitoring the creditworthiness of customers to which the Company grants
credit terms in the normal course of business. The Company has established a credit policy under which each new
customer is analyzed individually for creditworthiness before entering into contract.
